In different years and in various kinds of sports these people took the highest places of the Olympic pedestals.
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Vassily Alekseev - the 2-fold Olympic champion, weightlifting, 80 world records!
Gennady Bessonov - the World and European champion, 3 world records, weightlifting.
Aleksey Vakhonin - the Olympic champion, the 3-fold World European champion, weightlifting.
Nikolai Kolesnikov - the Olympic champion, the World and European champion, weightlifting.
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Ludmila Kondratieva – the Olympic champion, the bronze medal of the Olympic Games, track and field.
Marina Logvinenko - the Olympic champion, the silver and the bronze medals of the Olympic Games, the 8-fold World champion, the 12-fold European champion, shooting.
Rudolf Plyukfelder - the Olympic champion, the 3-fold World champion, weightlifting .
 David Rigert - the Olympic champion, the 6-fold World champion, weightlifting . 
Victor Tregubov - the Olympic champion, the World champion, the silver medal of the European championship, .
Here is a story about only one of them.

Vassily Ivanovich Alekseev was born in 1942 in the Ryazan area. He began to go in for sport in 1960. Since 1966 he has been living in Shakhty. Having arrived in our city, V. Alekseev invited R. Pljukfelder to become his coach. Together they had worked till 1968. After leaving “Plyuk”, Vassily Alekseev started training himself. He was laughed at; his methods of training weren’t accepted. Nevertheless, he managed to break 80 world records. 
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He has become the champion among champions. His result, 645 kg, hasn’t been beaten up today! At the XX Olympic Games in Munich and in 1976 at the XXI Olympic Games in Montreal Alekseev became the Olympic champion. 
On October, 30, 1996 V.I. Alekseev was awarded the rank of "the Honourable Citizen of the City of Shakhty" and on the basis of the city the Regional Sports School named after V.I. Alekseev was opened. 
In 1999 in Greece, V.I. Alekseev was recognized the best sportsman of the XX century, and in February, 2000 was called the legend of the Russian sports of the XX century. In 2000 in Moscow, with the assistance of the Mayor of Moscow Yu. Luzhkov, Vassily Alekseev fund of the development of sports was created.  
 Now, Vassily Ivanovich with his spouse lives in the city of Shakhty.
