Цели:

Познавательный аспект: формирование представления о Британии, актуализация имеющихся в опыте учащихся знаний о стране изучаемого языка.

Развивающий аспект: развитие способности к догадке, сравнению, формулированию выводов из прочитанного;

Воспитательный аспект: формирование способности к осознанию реалий другой культуры, воспитание доброго отношения к стране, языку, её людям.

Учебный аспект: Развитие умения слушать и читать с целью поиска конкретной информации,   развитие умения говорить на основе прочитанного, развитие компенсаторных навыков.
Оборудование: Фильм «Madame Tussaud’s museum», карточки с текстами, ватман, маркеры, клей (для проекта), карточки с письмом, почтовые открытки.
Ход урока
1. Сообщение проблемы урока и актуализация знаний учащихся.
Teacher: Good morning! I'm glad to see you. Take your places.  Today we'll speak about some places of interest, Madame Tussaud's museum among them. You’ll know some new information about some cities in the UK. We’ll find out what you would like to see in the UK. But you've known a lot about the UK. So let's check your knowledge.

11. What is the national costume of Scotland? (The kilt)
12. What is the biggest city in Scotland? (Glasgow)
13. What is the longest river in Britain? (The Severn)
14. What are the largest islands of the British Isles? (Great Britain and Ireland)
15. What is the London home of the Queen? (Buckingham Palace)
16. What is the largest museum in London? (The British Museum)
